evening. It was, and still is, believed to protect the whole family from evil and bring good luck.

It is our firm belief that if we plant small saplings of tulsi along our border pillars the same effect would be had on our
soldiers, who are our extended family. Its medicinal properties like reducing stress, preventing heart disease,
chemopreventive properties will bless our soldiers with good health & longevity. Our faith in its miraculous powers
will invoke blessings on the safety and security of our borders.

As a symbolic gesture towards this end, the students of Suryadatta, ranging from pre primary to post graduation lined
the borders of a map of India, created by our digital media students with 1100 saplings of tulsi. To symbolize the
rising reputation of India on the world stage and to showcase our philosophy of 'Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam’, they
incorporated a Globe inside the map of India.

Dimensions of the available area for the design was 92ft by 86ft. Considering the area for audience and participants,
design was created with 85ft by 80ft dimensions. First the area was surveyed and required measurements were taken.
Then a buffer area was created and margins were defined to accommodate complete design. Design was then created
digitally. Trees were placed as dots in the digital design to get the desired number. Design was readjusted to
accommodate Basil dots. Once the desired numbers of dots were placed, design was finalized.

Outline marking was done to draw the required design on the floor. Calculations were taken with precision so that
accuracy can be achieved. After the draft outline was created, design was viewed from a higher angle to check for
errors and necessary changes were made. Final borders were marked using paint.

Once the borders were marked, higher angle images were taken to ensure the accuracy of the design. After
completing the design, Basil plants were placed carefully and accurately as designed. The process of placing the plants
took 23-28 minutes considering the adjustments and spacing required and repeated high angle images were taken to
check for the accuracy as planned.

Time taken for the total process from designing to placing the Basil plants and taking aerial shots was 10 hours.

The unique concept was a brainchild of Professor Dr Sanjay B Chordiya, Founder president & Chairman, Suryadatta
Group of Institutes. His thought behind this was to inspire the students to engage in constructive activities, take active
steps to protect the environment, be proactive, and to enhance their feeling of patriotism. In his words, “Such
activities will enable students, and all involved to imbibe good cultural values and work towards peace & harmony in
their personal & professional life, in society, in nation and ultimately contribute to world peace.”

After the function, the saplings were gifted to the guests, students and faculty present on the occasion.
